The desire is to have a nm ninmum of 3
Il evel two officials for a neet of 4 schools or less, and 5 | eve
two officials for neets of 5 or nore schools. The conmittee is
trying to get this, plus conpensation requirenents, all set up for
the December W AA neeting. Officials will have to join Washi ngton
O ficials Association (WOA), which covers officials for all High
School sports. The Inland Northwest Association and PNTF have
said they will provide clinics anytime and anywhere. This new
pl an nmust be fully inplenented by the 2004 season. Kenny Enerick
moved that PNTF support this Hi gh School officiating proposal
Seconded and passed unani nously.
