Minutes of the PNTF Meeting of August 16, 2004

Vice President Derrek Berkompas called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. in the Arctic Room at the College Club. Also present were Kenny Emerick, Bob Springer, Neal Stoddard, Darlene Hickman, Tom Cotner, Ken Weinbel, Carole Langenbach, Lawrie Robertson, Gwen Robertson, Doug Chandler, Bill Roe, Darrin Prince, and Bob Langenbach.

I.
MINUTES, EXECUTIVE, AND ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

A. Secretary:  The minutes of the June 2004 meeting had several corrections: Ingraham HS, Association Workshop to be held Aug. 14-15, and Derrek Berkompas was an attendee.  With these corrections, the minutes were approved as published.

B. Treasurer’s Report: Gwen Robertson handed out her report covering the previous two months.  After brief discussion, it was approved.

C. President’s Report: Patti Petesch appeared with perfect timing at 7:08 to give her report.  She mentioned that she had been able to attend PNTF T&F meets for only the last half of the season, and thanked all who had coached/officiated/volunteered this year.  She had just returned last night from the USATF Association Workshop in Phoenix.  She is glad that the PNTF does not have the problems some of the other associations have.  She commented that PNTF people have been very involved both locally and nationally in USATF.

D. Vice President’s Report: Derrek Berkompas had no report.

E. Office Manager’s Report: Carole Langenbach had received the Membership report from Janell Kaufman: 943 Youth, 178 Open, 268 Masters members, and 49 clubs.  Carole mentioned that both Inland NW and the Oregon Associations will be bidding to hold the JO Nationals in 2006.  Patti said she will contact Char Engelhardt to see if Char can work things out between Inland NW and Oregon, so there will be only one bid coming from the Northwest region.  The National Office sent out the Association Accreditation Report and PNTF is fully accredited.  For extra credit, PNTF should put on a coaching education clinic. 

II
OLD BUSINESS

A. USA-China Sports Summit: It is planned for 2005 in Seattle.  Bill Carney is setting things up.  A T&F venue is needed for it in Seattle, as Husky Stadium has too many seats and will look empty to TV viewers.  There was some discussion on where it would end up being sited.

B. Associations Workshop:

1. Carole mentioned that the standard sanction insurance is $1,000,000 but $2,000,000 can be gotten on special order, but by contract only.

2. She also mentioned that there was a proposal to institute a late fee for clubs that hadn’t reapplied by May 1.

3. She also commented about the mock trial done for the grievance process.  She mentioned she learned a lot.

4. Bill Roe mentioned that the T&F and XC competition for USATF Clubs had greatly expanded.

5. Patti Petesch discussed the Youth Protection Committee.  This committee has set up a process to screen anyone who spends unsupervised time with youth athletes.  Robin Beamon, from Florida,  presented a completely new program to the committee which dramatically modified the existing process that had been previously worked out to the whole committee’s agreement.  Patti commented that the Associations Committee Chair, Alan Roth, had appointed her chair of this committee, replacing Robin.

6. Carole mentioned that she handed out numerous copies of the T&F officiating brochure that Ed Viering of the PNTF Officials had prepared.  It was well received by everyone.  Many attendees said they will be preparing a similar brochure for their association.

7. Patti made the final comment that the Arizona Association and National Office did a great job with the workshop. 

III
NEW BUSINESS

A. PNTF Annual Meeting: It was suggested that this meeting be switched to     September instead of being held in October as required by the Bylaws.  This would give sufficient time to get information on officers and attendees to the National Office by October 1 as they require.  Discussion followed on how to get enough people to the meeting, whether in September or in October.  Patti said she will prepare a note for the PNTF Secretary to send to the e-mail list and via US mail to adult PNTF members.

B. World Youth Championships: Carole mentioned that the USATF 16 and 17 year olds who participate at this meet are so underfunded that they only get to go to the meet for the days of their competition and then must leave!  There is no time for sightseeing and growing culturally.  She moved that $500 be donated to the USATF Youth travel fund.  Seconded by Darlene.  The motion was passed unanimously.

IV
PNTF COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. YOUTH: Doug Chandler announced that the Association JO Meet on June 26-27 at the SW Complex, and JO Regional Meet on July 8-11, also at SW Complex went very well.

B. OPEN: Tom Cotner said the XC schedule is up on the web site.  The PNTF Association XC meet is Sunday Nov. 7 at Lower Woodland Park, and the Regional XC will be Nov. 21 at Pier Park in Portland.  The National Club XC Championship is in Portland on Dec. 4.  The PNTF 10k Road Race Championship will be at Issaquah Salmon Days on Oct. 3.  Jarred Rome won the Men’s Discus at the Olympic Trials, and Aretha Hill won the Women’s Discus.  Lots of other PNTF athletes had good performances at the Olympic Trials.

C. MASTERS:

1. Track and Field: Ken Weinbel said the SMAC meet on July 24 was very good.  The Weight and Superweight will be Saturday September 11, with a hammer throw on the evening of September 10.  For 2005, the National Masters Indoor will be in Nampa, ID on March 11-13.  He says it is a great facility.  PNTF athletes did very well at the Masters Championship in Decatur, IL garnering 8 gold, 4 silver, and 8 bronze.  Those competing included Karen Steen, Tim Shannon, Dave Ortman, Steve Robbins, and Jack Hoyt.  The Masters NW Regional in Pullman was poorly attended.

2. Road Events: Neal Stoddard said that the upcoming championships are the Super Jn’J Half Marathon on Sept. 6, and the Issaquah Salmon Days 10 k on Oct. 3.  The 50 mile has been completed, but he didn’t have the results for the masters.

D. RACEWALK:  Bev LaVeck was not present.

E. OFFICIALS COMMITTEE

1. PNTFOA: Neal Stoddard reported that the PNTFOA committee did not meet in August, but will meet Thursday Sept. 2.

2. Certification and Training: Lawrie Robertson said he had talked to Mike Colbrese about the officiating in Pasco at the State HS 4A and 3A meet.  Bob Springer said that there are Officiating Introduction courses scheduled for next January and February in Seattle, Bremerton, and Tacoma.  An Advanced Clinic is planned for sometime in December in the UW’s Dempsey Indoor Facility.  Darlene said that the deadline for nominations for the Andy Bakjian National Officiating Award is August 28. 

3. High School and Club Development: Darrin Prince has started working up a plan.  He and Patti Petesch will get together to finalize it.  He is hoping that he can get better publicity from the media.
