Minutes of the PNTF Meeting of May 16, 2005

I. MINUTES AND EXECUTIVE REPORTS

A. Minutes:  It was moved, seconded, and passed that the minutes of the PNTF Meeting of April 18, 2005 be approved as published.

B. Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Gwen Robertson was not present, but had faxed her report to Bob L. who distributed the report, updated as of May 15, 2005.  After Bob L. briefly discussed the report, the report was approved unanimously.

C. President’s Report: Patti was recuperating from a recent illness and not present.

D. VP’s Report: Derrek Berkompas was not present.

E. Office Manager’s Report: Carole had no report.

OLD BUSINESS

1. MUT: Scott McCoubrey was not present.

C. Masters: Ken Weinbel said the Masters Committee had their monthly meeting. He discussed the dramatic increase in Seattle Parks fees for West Seattle.
